Lesson Objective:

· To name body parts

· To ask and answer: What is it? It is a (mouth).
· To write questions and answers about body parts: What is it?  It is a (nose)

· To draw pictures for key words

· To identify singular and plural body part names

· To use final s at the end of plural words

· To use the irregular plural form feet
Classroom English:

Find. Say. Color. Draw. Read. Show me.  What is it?  It is a (hand).  Touch your nose. What are they?  They are (hands).

Language Patterns:

· What is it?  It is a (hand). It is an (ear).

· It is my (hand).

· What are they?  They are (arms).

Lesson Plan for Week 3

Into Activities

Warm-up/Review of Lessons 1 and 2  (5 minutes)

Welcome the class.  Quickly review the language patterns from the previous week.  Point to students and say, “she is a student” or “he is a student”. Point to pictures in the classroom and elicit responses from students, “She is my grandmother” or “He is my brother.” 

Through Activities

Page 27 Student Book  (20 minutes)

See page 27 in the Spin! A Teacher Guide.  Do Warming Up Activity. Model the chant. Then have students open their books to page 71 and do Using Page 27. You will need a cassette player here. 

Page 27 Teacher Guide (20 minutes)

(5 minutes) See page 27 in the Teacher Guide.  Skip the first paragraph in the warming up section.  Go directly to the paragraph that begins with “Say the chant slowly as you point to each body part.”  Follow with Using Page 27.

Page 28 Student Edition (10 minutes)

Have students turn to page 28. Play Simon Says as suggested in Warming Up on page 28.

Page 28 Teacher Edition (10 minutes)  

Do Using Page 28. You will need a cassette player here. Students at a higher level of language proficiency can do this activity as dictation and write down the sentences as they hear them.
Page 29 Student Book  (15 minutes)

Have students turn to Page 29. Have students do the What is it? game on page 29 of the Teacher Guide.

Page 30 Student Book  (20 minutes)

Have students open their student books to page 30.

Go to Teacher’s Edition, page 30 and follow the instructions under Using Page 30. Then do the Having Fun Listening Game, where students point to the body parts you name.

Page 31 Student Book  (15 minutes)

Help student turn the pages in their books to page 31.

Do the Warming Up section in the Teacher Guide page 31. Here you will need the picture cards for arm, ear, eye, hand, leg, foot and feet. Then, follow the Using Page 31 instructions in your Teacher Guide.  If you do not have time to prepare a picture of a kite, draw a simple kite on the board as you introduce the “I want a (kite) statement.

Page 32 Student Book  (15 minutes)

Have students look at page 32. Follow the Using Page 32 instructions. Then, 

follow the instructions for the Close Your Eyes activity.  You will need double- sided tape for this activity.

Page 33 Student Book  (15 minutes)

Have students look at page 33. You will need a cassette recorder for this activity. Play the recording and ask students to point to each word for the chant as they listen. Follow the remainder of the instructions for Using Page 77.   

Page 34 Student Book (15 minutes)

Have students open their books to page 34. Follow the Using Page 34 Instructions.  Students play a Show Me game and then color the clown.
