Vocabulary: balloon, cake, camera, candle, candy, card, game, ice cream, present

Lesson Objectives:

· To name items found at a birthday party

· To ask, answer, and write: How old are you?

· To count to ten

· To name items found at a birthday party


· To use possessives his and her
· To ask, answer, and write: Whose (present) is this? It’s (his/her) (present).

· To use his and her
· To tell how old one is using I’m, He’s, She’s.

· To say a birthday chant

· To use his and hers
Classroom English:

Find. Say. Circle. Color. Put. Draw. Listen. Write. Show me.  What is this? What is it? This is his/her (cake). What is that? Yes, I do. No, I don’t. Draw a line. What does he/she have?  It’s (his/her) (balloon). Whose (cake) is it?

Language Patterns:

· How old are you? I’m (6) years old

· This is his (present).

· This is her (balloon).

· Whose present is this?

· It’s (her/his? present.

· Whose (candle) is this?

· It’s (my, his, her) birthday. He/She’s (8). 

Materials:

Drawing paper, pencils, crayons, a camera to take student’s pictures, a box wrapped to look like a present; wrap-only the lid; poster board; balloons with student’s names on slips of paper inside; double-sided tape, big box, magazines with pictures of food items and people, poster board, glue, bean bag, index cards,

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Into Activities

Warm-up/Accessing prior knowledge  (5 minutes)

Welcome the class. Show students the toy animals. As you hold up each toy animal, model the new word and then ask the students to repeat. Follow the directions for Warming Up on page 63.  

Through Activities 

Page 63 Student Book  (10 minutes)
Have the students open their books to page 63 and do the “Using Page 63” activities. You will need different colored crayons for this section.

Page 64 Teacher’s Guide/Student Book  (15 minutes) 

Do the Using Page 64 activities on page 64 of the Teacher’s Guide. You will need a cassette recorder for this section. Students at a higher level of language proficiency can extend this activity by answering additional questions about the ages of their sisters and brothers or cousins.

Page 64 Student Book   (20 minutes)

Do the Having Fun activity Students’ Pictures on page 64, using a camera if available.  If not, you can ask students to draw pictures of themselves. Follow the remainder of the directions in the Teacher’s Guide on page 64.

Page 65 Student Book  (15 minutes)

Have students open their student books to page 65.

Go to Teacher’s Edition, page 65, and skip the Warming Up activity.  Go directly to Using Page 65. You will need a cassette recorder for this section.  Follow the Instructions for Using Page 65.

Page 66 Student Book (20 minutes)

Have students open their student books to page 66.

Go to Teacher’s Edition, page 66.  Follow the Instructions for Using Page 66. Do the Having Fun! Making a Birthday Card activity.  Follow the directions on page 66 in the Teacher’s Guide. Also, do the Names in Balloons activity on page 66, which will get the students ready for nutrition!

Page 67 Student Book  (20 minutes)

Help student turn the pages in their books to page 67. Do the Warming Up activity. You will need drawing paper for this activity. Then, continue with Using Page 67 activities in the Teacher’s Guide page 67. You will need a cassette recorder here.

Page 68 Teacher’s Guide  (30 minutes)

Do the Using Page 68 activities on page 68. Then, divide the class into groups of 3 or 4 and follow the directions in the Having Fun! Party Collage on page 68.  Here is where you will use the old magazines. Next, play the Party Game – here is where you will need the beanbag.

Page 69 Student Book  (5 minutes)

Have students look at page 69 and tell you what they see. Do the Warming Up activity by reviewing party items

Page 69 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes) Follow the instructions for Using Page 69 and act out the chant by holding up the appropriate number of fingers as you say the chant.

Page 70 Student Book (5 minutes) Have students look at page 70 and tell you what they see. Then, model the activity of answering Who is this? or What is this?

Page 70 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)

Follow the Using Page 70 Instructions. Students will color the picture on page 70 and do the matching activity.
