Can/ Can’t, Can you…?

Vocabulary: bike, climb, fly, jump, kite, play, ride, run, soccer ball, swim, tree

________________________________________________________________

Lesson Objectives:

· To identify actions

· To talk about outdoor activities

· To use can to show ability

· To use can’t to show inability

· To use pronouns he and she
· Can you (swim)?

· Can (he/she) (fly a kite)?

· Yes, (I, he, she) can. No, (I, he, she) can’t

Classroom English:

Find. Say. Draw. Listen. Write. Say. Show me. What is this? What is it? It is a (kite). It’s a (soccer ball). Put. Listen. Simon Says. 

 Language Patterns:

· Can you  (swim)?

· Can (he/she) (fly a kite)?

· Yes. (I, he, she) can. No, (I, he, she) can’t.

· Can you (run)? Yes, I can. No, I can’t.

· I can (run)

Materials:

Drawing paper, crayons, bag or box, two sets of index cards with words: Set 1: I can ride. I can play. I can climb. I can fly. Set 2:  a bike, soccer, a tree, a kite. Index cards with the words: run, jump, play, soccer, swim, climb a tree, ride a bike, fly a kite. Bingo grids with nine spaces, one for each student; bingo markers; hole punch; yarn or string; a boy and girl puppet,  can and can’t on slips of paper; paper bag; pencils or markers.

Realia:  kite, soccer ball

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Into Activities
Warm-up/Accessing prior knowledge  (5 minutes)

Welcome the class. Show students the soccer ball and the kite. As you hold up each item, model the new word and then ask the students to repeat. Follow the directions for Warming Up on page 81.  

Through Activities 

Page 81 Student Book  (10 minutes)
Have the students open their books to page 81 and do Using Page 81. You will need different colored crayons for this section.

Page 82 Teacher’s Guide/Student Book  (10 minutes) 

Do the Using Page 82 activities, which begin on page 81 of the Teacher’s Guide. You will need a cassette recorder for this section.

Page 82 Teacher’s Guide   (10 minutes)

Do Having Fun! Charades on page 82.  Write the following activities on slips of paper ahead of time: run, jump, play soccer, swim, climb a tree, ride a bike, fly a kite. If students have very little English, you can read and whisper the activity to them. Follow the remainder of the directions in the Teacher’s Guide on page 82.

Page 83 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)

Skip the Warming up activity on page 83 and go directly to Using Page 83. You will need the cassette recording for this activity. Students who have a higher level of language proficiency can make up their own sentences.

Page 84 Student Book  (15 minutes)

Have students open their student books to page 84.

Go to Teacher’s Edition, page 84, and skip the Warming Up activity.  Go directly to Using Page 84. You will need a cassette recorder for this section.  Follow the Instructions for Using Page 84.

Page 85 Student Book (20 minutes)

Have students open their student books to page 85.  Use puppets for this activity.

You can make them with old socks or construction paper. Make one girl and one boy puppet. Hold up the puppet and point to the picture card. Following the directions in Warming Up, ask the puppet: Can you fly a kite? Have students practice answering the questions. Then, go to Teacher’s Edition, page 85.  Follow the Instructions for Using Page 85. You will need a cassette recorder for this activity.

Page 86 Student Book  (20 minutes)

Help student turn the pages in their books to page 86. Do the Warming Up activity. You will need drawing paper for this activity. Then, continue with Using Page 86 activities in the Teacher’s Guide page 86. You will need the cassette recorder here.

Page 86 Teacher’s Guide  (30 minutes)

Do the Using Page 86 activities on page 86. You will need the cassette recorder for this activity. Then, follow the directions in Having Fun! Verb Picture Dictionary on page 86.  You will need yarn or string for making these books. Students at a higher level of language proficiency can add additional action verbs to their dictionary.

Page 87 Student Book  (5 minutes)

Have students look at page 87 and tell you what they see. (A girl jumping rope, etc.) Do the Warming Up activity by reviewing the actions from the lesson.

Page 87 Teacher’s Guide (5 minutes) Follow the instructions for Using Page 87 and act out each action as it appears in the chant. You will need the cassette recorder for this.

Page 88 Student Book (10 minutes) Have students look at page 88 and then show them two completed pictures of activities you can do. Ask student to identify the actions and to draw two pictures that show what they can do.

Page 88 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)

Then, follow the Extension Instructions, and have students come up to the front of the room with their pictures. Students ask each other questions.
