Lesson Objectives:

· To identify classroom objects

· To use verbs in the present progressive

· To use contractions with the verb to be

· To say and write sentences using the present progressive

· To use contractions with the verb to be 

· To name classroom objects 

· To use sentences in the present progressive

Classroom English:
Find. Say. Circle. Color. Draw. Write. Read. Show me. What is it? What are you doing? What is he/she doing? What are they? What is this?

Language Patterns:
· It is a (notebook).

· It is glue.

· They are scissors.

· You’re (cutting paper).

· They’re (opening) a (notebook).

· We’re (gluing) (paper). 

· It is a (tooth).

· They are teeth.

· I’m (closing) a (book).

· (He’s/She’s) (cutting) (paper).

· They’re (drawing).

· You’re (gluing.)

Materials:

Index cards with the letter: l, a, m, y, o, u, a, r, e, h, l, s, s and an apostrophe; crayons; marker; drawing paper; slips of paper with the words: cut, glue, open, close, draw, paper, scissors, two pieces of large poster board or paper; a pencil; Index cards with the words: tooth, teeth, mouse, mice, foot, feet, child, children; magazines.

Realia: paper, scissors, glue, notebook, picture, child, children, foot, feet, door, window

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Into Activities
Warm-up/Placement Test (30 minutes)

Welcome the class. Show the students their desks and make sure they have a pencil.  For the first 25 minutes, there will be a placement test administered.

Hand out student texts. Have the students open their textbooks to page 9.

Do Warming Up, where you show the students realia or picture cards for paper, scissors, glue, and notebook. Ask students to repeat each word after you. After students are familiar with nouns, give commands, such as “Close your notebook.” (5 minutes)

Through Activities

Page 9 Student Edition (5 minutes)

Have the students open their books to page 9 and follow the directions for Using Page 9. Students will do a Show Me practice where they point to objects as you name them: “Show me a notebook”. Follow the reminder of the instructions for Using Page 9. You will need a cassette recorder for this activity.

Page 10 Teacher’s Guide  (10 minutes)

Help students find page 10 in their books. Then, follow the instructions for Using Page 10. You will need a cassette recorder. Secondly, do one of the Having Fun! activities, such as the Contraction Match.  You will need to write these contractions and phrases on index cards for the Contraction Match:  I’m. You’re, He’s, She’s, I am, You are, He is, She is. You can also play a more difficult version of this game for students with a higher level of language proficiency. Say the full form. Continue with the rest of the directions on page 10
Page 11 Student Book/Teacher’s Guide  (5 minutes)

Have the students open their books to pages 11. Ask them to tell you what is happening in each picture. Then, skipping the Warm-Up section, follow the remainder of the directions for Using Page 11. You will need a cassette recorder here.

Page 12 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes) 

Follow the directions for Using Page 12 on page 12 of the Teacher’s Guide.

Then, Do Having Fun! Spin and Say a Sentence. You can make a game board by drawing a large circle on a piece of poster board and using a pencil as the spinning device.

Page 13 Teacher’s Guide  (10 minutes)

Do the Warming Up activities on page 13. You will need a picture of a tooth and one of teeth for this activity.  

Page 13 Student Book  (10 minutes)

Have students open their student books to page 13.

Go to Teacher’s Guide, page 13, and follow the Instructions for Using Page 13.You will need a cassette recorder here.  Remind students that some words do not a final –s to form a plural.
Nutrition Break/Snack Time – (20 Minutes)

Pre-test (25 minutes)

Students will take a 25-minute pretest to serve as a baseline for later assessment. Make sure students have a pencil and are seated comfortably for the assessment.

Page 14 Student Book/Teacher’s Guide (15 minutes)

Have students open their student books to page 14.

Go to Teacher’s Guide, page 14, and follow the instructions in Using Page 14. Then, do Having Fun! Memory Game: Find the Pair. You will need two separate sets of index cards: Set 1: tooth, mouse, child, foot. Set 2: teeth, mice, children, feet.

Page 15 Student Book  (5 minutes)

Help student turn the pages in their books to page 15. Do the Warming Up activity, where students take turns role-playing the actions of the vocabulary. 

Page 15 Teacher’s Guide: (10 minutes) Do the Using Page 15 activities in the Teacher’s Guide page 75. You will need the cassette recorder here. Model and ask students to follow along and point to each word of the chant as they listen.

Page 16 Teacher’s Guide  (10 minutes)

Do the Using Page 16 activities on page 16 in the Teacher’s Guide. Then, using the index cards with the singular and plural toy words written on them ahead of time, do the “Singular and Plural Toy Words” activity in the Having Fun section on page 86.

Page 16 Student Book  (15 minutes)

Have students look at page 16 and review the vocabulary and the present progressive. Then, following the directions in Using Page 16, have the students tell you what they see in the pictures on page 16. Point out that the two pictures are different.  They can discuss what each person is doing and how the actions are different.

Beyond Activities:

If teachers have extra time, they can do the following activities:

1. Having Fun: Word Bingo on page 14 of the TE. You will need bingo grids for this activity.

2. Having Fun: A Guessing Game on page 14 of the TE. You will need the   Picture Cards for this activity.
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
