Unit 2  “On the Playground”

Prepositions, There is/There are, How many…?

Vocabulary: above, ant, behind, bench, butterfly, cloud, flower, next to, seesaw, squirrel, sun, swing, tree ________________________________________________________________

Lesson Objectives:

· To identify items on the playground

· To identify animals and insects

· To use prepositions of place

· To use singular and plural nouns

· To use there is and there are for singular and plural nouns

· To use prepositions to tell where items are

· To tell how many items there are

Classroom English:

Find. Say. Circle. Color. Draw. Write. Show me. What is it? Is it (a/an) (ant/tree)? Where is the (cloud)? What is this? What are they? 

Language Patterns:

· It is a (tree).

· It is an (ant).

· It is a (cloud). 

· The (cloud) is (behind) the (sun).

· There is a (cloud) (in front of) the (sun).

· There are (flowers) (behind) the (tree). 

· How many (flowers) are there?

· There are (five) flowers.

· There is (one) flower. 

· There is a (cloud).

· There are (benches).

· The (flower) is (next to) the (bench).

Materials:

Index cards with numerals and words: one-ten; one Bingo grid and markers for each student; drawing paper; markers, crayons; pencils; glue; a bag or box; one set of Picture Cards for each student slips of paper with the words: tree, sun, cloud, bench, swing, seesaw, flowers, squirrel, butterfly, ant

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Into Activities
Warm-up/Accessing prior knowledge  (10 minutes)

Welcome the class. Show the students the realia or the Picture Cards for tree, sun, cloud, bench, swing, seesaw, flower, squirrel, and ant. Introduce one word at a time.

Through Activities

Page 17 Student Edition (10 minutes)
Have the students open their books to page 17. Continue with the Warming Up activities on page 17, using the picture cards.  Model sentences for the new vocabulary.

Page 17 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)

Follow the instructions for Using Page 17. You will need the cassette recorder for this activity. Have the students point to each word as you read it and repeat after you.  Then have the students do Having Fun! Act It Out.  Model an action for each word and write each word on a separate slip of paper.  Continue with the rest of the instructions for Acting It Out.

Page 18 Student Book (10 minutes)

Have the students open their books to pages 18. Ask them to tell you what is happening in each picture. Bring in a large box or bag.  Place one of the picture cards next to another and model a prepositional phrase: The (ant) is next to the (bag). 

Page 18 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)

Then, follow the directions for Using Page 18. You will need a cassette recorder for this activity.  Ask students to tell you where the items in each picture are.

Page 19 Student Edition (10 minutes) 

Help students find page 19 in their books. Read the directions in Using Page 19, which asks you to have the students to read with you. Explain that students will be completing the sentences in their books. Follow the rest of the directions for Using Page 19.
Page 20 Student Book  (10 minutes)

Have students open their student books to page 20. Do the Warming Up
For which you will need multiple copies of the picture cards. Show students more than one of the same item and model the plural form.

Page 20 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)

Go to Teacher’s Guide, page 20, and follow the Instructions for Using Page 20.
Have students identify each picture using the singular and plural forms. Continue with the rest of the directions for Using Page 20.

Page 21 Student Book (5 minutes)

Have students open their student books to page 21. Do the Warming Up. You will need the picture cards again for this activity.  Hold up (three) (ants) and ask students to count them. Continue with the remainder of the directions for Warming Up.
Page 21 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)

Go to Teacher’s Guide, page 21, and follow the instructions in Using Page 21. Ask the students to identify each picture using the singular and plural form. You will need the cassette recorder for this activity.

Page 22 Student Book  (10 minutes)

Help student turn the pages in their books to page 22. Follow the directions for Using Page 22. Explain that students will be finishing questions by writing “How many… and completing the responses by writing either There is or There are.

Page 23 Student Book (5 minutes) 

Do Warming Up where you review the playground, animal, and insect words with students. 

Page 23 Teacher’s Guide  (10 minutes)

Help the students find page 23 in their books. Do the Using Page 23 activities on page 23 in the Teacher’s Guide. You will need the picture cards and a cassette recorder for this activity.

Page 24 Student Book  (10 minutes)

Have students look at page 24 and tell you what they see.  Then, do the Warming Up activity where you will use the picture cards.

Page 24 Teacher’s Guide (5 minutes)

Follow the instructions on page 24 in the Teacher’s Guide Using Page 24 and ask student what they see in the picture.  Students at a lower level of language proficiency can work in pairs to complete the maze. 

Pages 25 and 26 (25 minutes)

Follow the Warming Up review of vocabulary on page 25 of the Teacher’s Guide.

Then, Do Using Page 25 and Using Page 26, which is a review of Units 1 and 2.
