Possessives, Is there…?/Are there…?

Vocabulary: bike, computer, door, house, mirror, pet, radio, sink, telephone, window

________________________________________________________________

Lesson Objectives:

· To identify items in a house

· To use possessives my, our, and yours
· To form possessives by adding ‘s to the end of a name.

· To ask and answer questions with Is there and Are there.
· To offer responses using affirmative and negative short answers Yes, there is. Yes, there are. No, there isn’t. No, there aren’t.
· To tell what is wrong with a picture.

Classroom English:
Find. Say. Circle. Color. Draw. Write. Show me. What is (this/that)? (This/that) is a (sink). What is it? This is a (bike). That is a (bike). 

Language Patterns:
· This is a (window).

· That is a (bike). 

· This is (Taro’s) bike.

· That’s (Matt’s) house.

· (This/That) is (my/our/your) (house).

· Is there a (window) in the (house)?

· Are there (windows) in the (house)?

· Yes, there is.

· Yes, there are.

· No, there isn’t.

· No, there aren’t.

Materials:

Crayons; marker; drawing paper; tape; slips of paper with the words: house, door, window, telephone, radio, mirror, sink, pet, rug, computer, bike; index cards with students’ names, one set of Picture Cards for each student; index cards with the plurals for each vocabulary word; large pieces of poster board;  

Realia: paper, scissors, glue, notebook, picture, child, children, foot, feet, door, window

Lesson Plan for Spin! B, Unit 3

Into Activities
Warm-up/Accessing prior knowledge  (5 minutes)

Welcome the class. Show the students the realia or the Picture Cards for: house, door, window, telephone, radio, mirror, sink, pet, rug, computer, and bike.

Through Activities

Page 27 Student Edition (10 minutes)
Continue with the Warming Up activities on page 27. Do a Show Me activity where you invite students to come up and point to the correct picture.  

Page 27 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)
Follow the instructions for Using Page 27.  You will need a cassette recorder for this activity.  As you name each picture, point to the picture.

Page 28 Student Book/Teacher’s Guide  (10 minutes)

Have the students open their books to page 28. Play the recording as you point to the pictures.  Ask them to tell you what is happening in each picture. Then, follow the remainder of the directions for Using Page 28.

Page 28 Teacher’s Guide  (10 minutes) 

Then, Do the Having Fun activity: This is Your Picture. Ask students to draw a picture of their own house. Students should not write their names on the pictures. Follow the remainder of the directions for This is Your Picture on page 28 of the Teacher’s Guide.

Page 29 Teacher’s Guide   (10 minutes)

Do the Warming Up activities on page 29. Show students something they know is yours (you pen, your jacket). Say, “This is my (pen)”. Then follow the rest of the directions for Warming Up on page 29. You will need a cassette recorder here.

Page 29 Student Book  (15 minutes)

Have students open their student books to page 29. Ask them to tell what is happening in each picture. Then, do the Using Page 29, where you will remind students that we can show possession by adding an ‘s to the end of a person’s name. Continue with the rest of the instruction for Using Page 29.

Page 30 Student Book/Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)

Have students open their student books to page 30. Go to the Teacher’s Guide and follow the instructions in Using Page 30. Read the directions for Exercise A and ask the students to follow along. Continue with the rest of the directions for Using Page 30.

Page 31 Student Book  (10 minutes)

Help student turn the pages in their books to page 31. On a large piece of poster or paper, draw a picture of a house. Include one of each of the following items:  door, window, telephone, radio, mirror, sink, and rug.  Continue with the rest of the instructions for Warming Up.
Page 31 Teacher’s Guide (5 minutes) Do the Using Page 31 activities in the Teacher’s Guide page 31. You will need the cassette recorder here. Remind students that we use “Is there”/”There is” questions and answers about a person or thing.  Continue with the rest of the instructions for Using Page 31.
Page 32 Teacher’s Guide/Student Book  (15 minutes)

Do the Using Page 32 activities on page 32 in the Teacher’s Guide. Ask students to tell what they see in the picture.  Ask questions and model responses: “Is there a (sink) in the house?” “Yes, there is”. Continue with the rest of the instructions for Using Page 32.
Page 33 Student Book  (10 minutes)

Have students look at page 33 and tell you what they see.  Then, act out the chant on page 33 of the Student Book, following the directions in “Using Page 33”.

You will need a cassette recorder for this activity.

Page 33 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)

Do the Extension activity: Continue the Chant: Substitute other items that are found in the house.  Students with a higher level of English vocabulary should be more vocal here.

Page 34 Student Edition (15 minutes)

Do Warming Up: Draw an outline of a house on the board and tape the picture cards inside. Ask students to identify each item. Continue with the rest of the Warming Up instructions.

Page 34 (15 minutes)

Do Using Page 34. Help student find page 34 in their books.  Ask student to tell you what they see in the picture. Help them to see what is wrong with the picture. Continue with the rest of the instructions in Using Page 34.
