Unit 5  “Workers”

What…? Who…? Where…?

Vocabulary: clerk, cook, dentist, doctor, firefighter, librarian, mail carrier, nurse, police officer, teacher, vet (veterinarian)

________________________________________________________________

Lesson Objectives:

· To identify community helpers

· To say and write questions with what, who, and where
Classroom English:

Find. Say. Circle. Color. Draw. Write. Show me. Play. What is it? Who is it? It’s a (bank). (He’s) a (dentist). 

Language Patterns:

· What does (she) do?

· (She’s) a (dentist). 

· What does (he) do?

· (He’s) a (vet).

· Who is (she)?

· (She’s) (Dr. Brown).

· Where does a (doctor) work?

· A (doctor) works in a (hospital).

· What does (he) do?

· He’s a (clerk). 

Materials:

Crayons; markers; drawing paper; tape; slips of paper with the words: clerk, cook, dentist, doctor, firefighter, librarian, mail carrier, nurse, police officer, teacher, vet; one set of Picture Cards for each student; bag or box; large piece of poster board; old magazines; Picture Cards from Unit 4: hospital, restaurant, post office, school, library, and bank.

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Into Activities
Warm-up/Review of Lessons 3 and 4  (10 minutes)

Welcome the class.  Quickly review the language patterns from the previous week.  Point to the window and say, “This is a window.” “It is a window.” 

Then, show the students the Picture Cards for clerk, cook, dentist, doctor, firefighter, librarian, mail carrier, nurse, police officer, teacher, and vet. Introduce one word at a time. Continue with the Warming Up activities on page 45.
Through Activities

Page 45 Student Book/Teacher’s Guide  (10 minutes)

Have students open their books to page 45 and do Using Page 45. Play the recording as you point to each picture. Ask students to listen and follow the directions in the next part of the tape. They will need different colored crayons for this activity. You will need a cassette player here. 

Page 46 Student Book (10 minutes)

Have students turn to page 46. Play the recording as you point to the community helpers. Explain that when we want to ask what a person does for a living we can use the question: “What does (he/she) do?” Continue with the rest of the instructions for Using Page 46.

Page 47 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)

Do the Warming Up activities on page 47. Show students the Picture Cards from this Unit. Hold up a Picture Card and ask the students to say the vocabulary word with you.

Page 47 Student Book (10 minutes)  

Do Using Page 47. You will need a cassette player here. Play the recording and remind students that we use the question word who when we ask about people. 

Students with a higher level of language proficiency should be encouraged to respond with a flow of related phrases. Complete the page in the Student Book with the students. 

Page 48 Student Book  (10 minutes

Help students find page 48 in their books. Read the directions for this activity and ask the students to read with you. 

Page 48 Teacher’s Guide  (20 minutes)

Go to Teacher’s Guide, page 48, and follow the instructions for Using Page 48. Do the Having Fun!  Who and What Sorting. You will need the Picture Cards from Unit 4: hospital, restaurant, post office, school, library and bank, as well as the Picture Cards from Unit 5. Follow the remainder of the directions for Who and What Sorting on page 48.

Page 49 Teacher’s Guide  (10 minutes)
Do the Warming Up section in the Teacher’s Guide page 49. Here you will need the picture cards from this unit: nurse, doctor, teacher, cook, mail carrier, and librarian. Ask: Who is (he)? Elicit responses form the students. Then, follow the remainder of the Warming Up instructions on page 49 .

Page 49 Student Book  (10 minutes)

Have students look at page 49. Follow the Using Page 49 instructions. Ask students to identify the community helper ad community workplace. Follow the rest of the directions for Using Page 49
Page 50 Student Book  (10 minutes)

Help students find page 50 in their books. Ask students to tell who and what they see in the pictures. Students trace the words. Continue with the rest of the directions for Using Page 50.

Page 50 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)

Do Having Fun: Where Do they Work? on page 50 of the Teacher’s Guide. You will need the picture cards from both Unit 4 and Unit 5 for this activity.  Follow the rest of the directions for Where Do they Work?
Page 51 Student Book/Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)
Have students open their books to page 51 and begin with Using Page 51. Follow the Using Page 51 Instructions.  Play the recording and point to each picture as the word appears in the chant. You will need a cassette recorder for this activity. Students with a lower level of language proficiency can point to the word as it is heard.

Page 52 Teacher’s Guide (15 minutes)

Review vocabulary from this Unit by doing Warming Up. Show students the Picture Cards and ask them to identify each community helper. Follow the remainder of the instructions for Warming Up on page 52.

Page 52 Student Book (15 minutes)

Help student find page 52 in their books and show them the game board. Ask students to tell you who they see. Model how the game is played. Follow the rest of the directions for Using Page 52.
