Lesson Objectives:

· To identify daily activities

· To tell time to the hour, quarter hour, and half hour

· To use simple present tense with I, he, she
· To ask and answer questions with when
Classroom English:

Find. Say. Circle. Color. Draw. Write. Show me. What do you do? What time is it? What is it? It’s (lunch).

Language Patterns:

· I (wake up) at (6:00).

· I (go to school).

· It’s (lunch). 

· I (eat lunch) at (12:30).

· (He/She) (plays the piano).

· I (get dressed).

· When do you (get up)?

· I (get up) at (7:00).

· When does (he/she) eat lunch?

· (He/She) (eats lunch) at (12:30). 

Materials:

Crayons; markers; drawing paper; scissors; paper plates; brads or butterfly clips; index cards with these times: 1:00, 2:30, 3:15, 4:45, 5:00, 6:30, 7:15, 8:45, 9:0, 9:30, 10:15, 11:45, 12:00; index cards with clock faces drawn for each of the listed times; index cards with words: he, she, I. slips of paper with the words: eat breakfast, eat dinner, eat lunch, get dressed, go home, go to school, go to sleep, listen to music, play the piano, wake up; one set of Picture Cards for each student; template for hour and minute hands for clocks; game boards prepared with poster board; index cards with numerals 0,1,2 written three times each.

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Into Activities
Warm-up/Accessing prior knowledge  (15 minutes)

Welcome the class. Show the students the Picture Cards and introduce one verb at a time. Ask students to repeat the verbs after you say each one. The use each word in a full sentence. Model and ask students to repeat: “I (go to school).” Continue with the rest of the Warming Up activities on page 53.

Through Activities

Page 53 Student Book (5 minutes)
Have the students open their books to page 53. Play the recording and point to each word in the picture. You will need a cassette recorder for this activity.

Page 53 Teacher’s Guide: (10 minutes) 

Follow the instructions for Using Page 53. Ask students to listen and follow the directions.  You will need the cassette recorder for this activity also.

Page 54 Student Book (10 minutes)

Have the students open their books to page 54. Ask them to tell you what is happening in each picture. Then, play the recording and point to the each activity Explain that we use the preposition of before the exact time when we are telling what we do and when we do You will need a cassette recorder for this activity. Follow the rest of the instructions for Using Page 54. 
Page 54 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes) 

Do Having Fun! Make a Clock. You will need paper plates, a brad or butterfly clip, scissors, and markers or crayons for this activity.
Page 55 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)

Do the Warming Up activities on page 55. Show students the Picture Cards and review the actions. Continue with the rest of the Warming Up activity on page 55

Page 55 Student Book (10 minutes)

Help students find page 55 in their books. Ask students to identify the actions. Play the recording. Follow the directions in Using Page 55. You will need a cassette player for this activity. 

Page 56 Student Book  (5 minutes)

Have students open their student books to page 56. Help them find Exercise A. Ask them to identify the actions they see in the picture. Continue with Using Page 56.

Page 56 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)

Do Having Fun! Time Matching. Write the following items on index cards ahead of time: 1:00, 2:30, 3:15, 4:45, 5:00, 6:30, 7:15, 8:45, 9:00, 9:30, 10:15, 11:45, and 12:00. Draw clock to represent these times on a separate set of index cards.  Follow the remainder of the directions for Time Matching on page 56.

Page 57 Student Book (5 minutes)

Have students open their student books to page 57. Play the recording. Ask students to read with you. Remind students that we use the question word when to ask the time that someone does an action. Continue with the rest of the instructions on Using Page 57.
Page 58 Student Book (10 minutes)

Go to Teacher’s Guide, page 58 and follow the instructions for Using Page 58.
Ask students to identify the actions represented in the pictures. Help students to complete page 58 in their books.

Page 58 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)

Do Having Fun: Picture Card Bingo on page 58.  Prepare a sample Bingo grid ahead of time with the Picture Cards from this unit pasted into spaces. Continue with the rest of the directions for Picture Card Bingo on page 58.

Page 59 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)
Review vocabulary from the Unit by showing students the Picture Cards and asking them to identify the actions. Model if necessary. Write different times that show the hour, half hour, and quarter hour on the board. Students with a higher level of language proficiency can add additional times such as 4:10.  Continue with the rest of the Warming Up activities.

Page 59 Student Book (10 minutes)

Have students look at page 59 and tell you what they see. Play the recording and point to each Picture Card as it appears in the chant.  Continue with the rest of the instructions for Using Page 59.

Page 60 Student Book (5 minutes

Show students the Picture cards for this Unit and review the actions with them.

As you say each action, write it on the board and read it with students. Continue with the rest of the activities in Warming Up on page 60.

Page 60 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)

Do Using Page 60 in the Teacher’s Guide. Help students find page 60. Ask students to identify the actions represented by each picture. Show students how a phrase matches its corresponding picture. Continue with the rest of the activities in Using Page 60.

Pages 61 and 62 (20 minutes)

Follow the Warming Up review of vocabulary on page 61 of the Teacher’s Guide.

Show students the Picture Cards and them to tell you what they see. Then follow the instructions for Using Page 61 and Using Page 62, which are reviews Units 5 and 6.
