Lesson Objectives:

· To identify zoo animals

· To use exclamation marks

· To use have in simple present questions

· To use has in simple present responses

· To use adjectives to describe animals

· To use the possessives its and theirs 
· To use singular and plural possessive nouns: (lion’s) and (lions’)

Classroom English:

Find. Say. Circle. Color. Draw. Write. Show me. What is it? It is a (lion). It is an (elephant). Look at the (lion). Whose (ears) are (big)?

Language Patterns:

· Look at the (lion)!  

· What does a (lion) have?

· A (lion) has (big) (teeth). 

· The alligator’s tail is long. Its tail is long.

· The lions’ teeth are big. Their teeth are big. 

· Its (teeth) are (big). 

· Its (mouth) is (big). 

Materials:

Crayons; markers; drawing paper; scissors; tape; paper plates; craft sticks; animal names on slips of paper and index cards; body parts on index cards: ears, nose, eyes, tail, teeth, arms, legs, neck, mouth; one set of Picture Cards for each student; four sets of Picture Cards for each group; poster board; numerals 0,1,2 written on index cards three times.

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Into Activities
Warm-up/Accessing prior knowledge  (10 minutes)

Welcome the class. Show the students the Picture Cards for the following zoo animals: alligator, bear, elephant, giraffe, gorilla, hippo, lion, monkey, panda, seal, tiger, and zebra. Introduce one Picture Card at a time. Continue with the Warming Up activities on page 71.

Through Activities

Page 71 Student Book  (10 minutes)

Have the students open their books to page 71. Follow the instructions for Using Page 71. You will need a cassette recorder for this activity.

Page 72 Student Book (10 minutes)

Help students find page 72 in their books. Play the recording as you point to the sentence and to exclamation point. Continue with the remainder of the instructions for Using Page 72.
Page 72 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)

Do Having Fun! Riddles. Place the Picture Cards on the board and say each of the riddles in the Teacher’s Guide on page 72. Follow the rest of the instructions for Riddles.
Page 73 Teacher’s Guide  (10 minutes)

Show students the picture cards and ask them to identify each zoo animal. Follow the rest of the instructions for Warming Up on. pg 73.

Page 73 Student Book (10 minutes) 

Follow the directions for Using Page 73. Help students find page 73 in their books. Ask students to identify the elephant.  Play the recording and follow the rest of the instructions for Using Page 73.  You will need a cassette recorder for this activity.

Page 74 Student Book   (10 minutes)

Do Using Page 74 activities on page 74. Help students find page 74 in their books. Read the directions for this activity and ask students to read with you. Follow the rest of the instructions for Using Page 74.

Page 74 Teacher’s Guide  (10 minutes)

Do Having Fun! My Favorite Animal. Students will draw a picture of their favorite animal and share it with the rest of the class

Page 75 Student Book (5 minutes)

Have students open their student books to page 75. Play the recording. Ask students to identify the animals and describe them to you. Explain that ‘s is singular and shows possession and that s’ is plural and shows possession. Continue with the rest of the instructions on Using Page 75. You will need a cassette recorder for this activity.

Page 76 Student Book (10 minutes)

Help students find page 76 in their books and follow the instructions for Using Page 76. Ask students to students to tell you which animals have big teeth. Students at a lower level of language proficiency can simply point to the animals with the big teeth. Follow the rest of the instructions for Using Page 76.
Page 76 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)

Do Having Fun: A Card Game on page 76.  Make four sets of Picture Cards for each group of students. Students will play in groups of 3 or 4.  Continue with the rest of the directions for A Card Game on page 76.

Page 77 Student Book (10 minutes)
Help students find page 77 in their books. Review vocabulary from the Unit by showing students the Picture Cards and asking them to identify the zoo animals. Model if necessary. Play the recording and point to each Picture Card as the word appears in the chant. Continue with the rest of the Using Page 77 instructions. You will need a cassette recorder for this activity.

Page 78 Student Book (10 minutes)

Have students look at page 59 and tell you what they see. Play the recording and point to each Picture Card as it appears in the chant.  Continue with the rest of the instructions for Using Page 78.
Page 78 Student Book (5 minutes)

Show students the Picture Cards for this Unit and review the zoo animals with them. Continue with the rest of the activities in Warming Up on page 78.

Page 78 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)

Do Using Page 78 in the Teacher’s Guide. Help students find page 78. Explain that animals are hidden in the picture. Ask students to find and color each animal. Continue with the rest of the activities in Using Page 78.

Pages 79 and 80 (20 minutes)

Follow the Warming Up review of vocabulary on page 79 of the Teacher’s Guide.

Show students the Picture Cards and them to tell you what they see. Then follow the instructions for Using Page 79 and Using Page 80, which are reviews Units 7 and 8.
