Unit 9  “Celebrations”

Always/Never, Sometimes, When…?

Vocabulary: dance in a parade, give presents, make a wish, send cards, visit family or friends, watch fireworks, wear a mask

________________________________________________________________

Lesson Objectives:

· To identify celebrations

· To use the adverb of frequency always, never, sometimes
· To tell when we do an activity

· To ask questions using the question word when
· To identify and use the months of the year

· To talk about celebrations

Classroom English:

Find. Say. Circle. Color. Draw. Write. Show me. What is it? It is a (card). What do you do? I (dance). What month is it?

Language Patterns:

· I (always/never/sometimes) dance in a parade on New Year’s Day.
· I always wear a mask. 
· When is (her) birthday?
· (Her) birthday is in (December). 
Materials:

Crayons; markers; drawing paper; large poster board; index cards with words; visit, wear, send, dance, watch, make a wish, give present; paper plates; craft sticks; old calendar pages; the months of the year on two sets of index cards, twelve-month calendar, blank yearly calendar for each student, large piece of brown paper, game pieces; blank calendars; hole punch; string

Realia: card, present, mask

Picture Cards:

dance in a parade, give presents, make a wish, send cards, visit family or friends, watch fireworks, wear a mask
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Into Activities
Warm-up/Accessing prior knowledge  (10 minutes)

Welcome the class. Show the students the Picture Cards for dance in a parade, give presents, make a wish, send cards, visit family or friends, watch fireworks, wear a mask. Ask student to repeat the new words as you say each one. Have ready three pages from an old calendar to illustrate the meaning of always, sometimes, and never. Continue with the Warming Up activities on page 81.

Through Activities

Page 81 Student Book  (10 minutes)

Have the students open their books to page 81. Play the recording and point to each word as it is said. Allow students to talk about the pictures and encourage them to identify the actions. Follow the instructions for Using Page 81. You will need the cassette recorder for this activity.

Page 82 Student Book (10 minutes) 

Help students find page 82 in their books. Draw their attention to the word always at the top of the page. Display the calendar pages illustrating the meaning of always, sometimes, and never.  Play the recording. You will need a cassette recorder for this activity. Ask students who are at a higher level of language proficiency to read the sentences. Follow the remainder of the Instructions for Using Page 82.

Page 82 Teacher’s Guide  (15 minutes)

Do Having Fun: Act It Out. Write the following actions on slips of paper: visit friends, wear a mask, send cards, dance in a parade, watch fireworks, make a wish, and give presents. Place the corresponding Picture Cards on the board.

Follow the remainder of the Instructions for Act It Out.

Page 83 Student Book (10 minutes) 

Help students find page 83 in their books. Play the recording. Draw their attention to the word sometimes at the top of the page. Continue with the rest of the instructions for Using Page 83. You will need a cassette recorder for this activity.

Page 84 Student Book  (10 minutes)
Help students find page 84 in their books. Read the directions for the activity. Draw students’ attention to the illustrations and ask students to identify the activities. Students at a lower level of language proficiency can use stickers in place of words in their books. Follow the rest of the directions for Using Page 84 and help students complete the page in their books.

Page 84 Teacher’s Guide  (15 minutes)

Do Having Fun! An Activity Game on page 84 of the Teacher’s Guide. Draw a large circle on a piece of poster board and divide the circle into seven pie-shaped spaces. Place a mark in the center of the circle. Glue the Picture Cards in the spaces and use a pencil as a spinner Show students how to play the game. Follow the rest of the directions for An Activity Game on page 84.

Page 85 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)

Do Warming Up on page 85.Show students a calendar that has twelve months of the year. Say each month as you point to it and ask students to say the months with you. Continue with the rest of the directions for Warming Up on page 85.

Page 85 Student Book (10 minutes)

Help student turn the pages in their books to page 85. Do Using Page 85. Play the recording and explain that we use the question word when when we want to know the time an activity happens. Continue with the rest of the directions for Using Page 85. You will need a cassette recorder for this activity.

Page 86 Student Book: (10 minutes) 

Help students find page 86 in their books. Read the directions and ask students to read with you. Point to each month of the year and ask students to repeat the name after you. Continue with the rest of the directions for Using Page 86.
Page 86 Teacher’s Guide  (15 minutes)

Do Having Fun! Months of the Year Hopscotch on page 86. You will need to make a hopscotch board on a large sheet of brown paper or play outside. Follow the remainder of the directions for Months of the Year Hopscotch on page 86.

Page 87 Teacher’s Guide  (10 minutes)

Help students find page 87 in their books. Play the recording. Point to each month on the calendar as the word appears in the chant. Continue with the rest of the directions for Using Page 87.
Page 88 Student Book (10 minutes)

Show students the Picture cards for this unit and review the celebrations with them. Continue with the rest of the directions for Warming Up on page 88.

Page 88 Teacher’s Guide/Student Book (15 minutes)

Help students find page 88 in their books.  Read the directions and have the students complete the maze in their books. Continue with the remainder of the instructions for Using Page 88.
