Unit 2  “Family Activities”

Time: Expressions/Adverbs of Frequency

Vocabulary: clean the house, go hiking, go shopping, go to the movies, play soccer, talk a walk, every day, once a month, once a week

________________________________________________________________

Lesson Objectives:

· To identify daily activities

· To use expressions and adverbs of frequency to tell how often people do activities, every day, once a week, once a month, always, usually, sometimes, never
· To ask questions using: How often?
· To play a game in English.

Classroom English:
Find. Say. Draw. Color. Write. Show me. Say. Find. Hold up. It’s my/your turn. Spin. I/You win. Pick a card. Read. Ask. Answer. Catch. Is this a sentence? What’s missing? What is it? Whose turn is it? I’m/You’re winning.

Language Patterns:
· We (clean the house) (every day). 

· How often do you (go hiking)? (We) (go hiking) (once a week).

· How often do you (take a walk)? I (always) (take a walk) after dinner. 

Materials:

Crayons, markers, scissors, paper plates, glue, butterfly clips or brads, one set of Picture Cards for each student; three monthly calendar pages marked: every day, once a week, once a month; pencils; a ball; a larger piece of bulletin board paper; after written on three index cards; construction paper; drawing paper; game pieces for each student and index cards with: on Saturday, on Monday, at night, after dinner, with my friends; index cards with: always, usually, sometimes, never; index cards with: every day, go hiking on Friday, I always go shopping once a week, take a walk, once a week, She goes hiking once a week. I play soccer. Go to the movies, clean the house, and I always go to the movies once a week. 

Realia: broom, cleaning cloth, play money, shopping bag, soccer ball, hiking boots, play movie tickets, toothbrush

Lesson Plan for Spin! C, Unit 2
Into Activities
Warm-up/Accessing prior knowledge  (10 minutes)

Welcome the class. Show the students the realia or the Picture Cards for tree, sun, cloud, bench, swing, seesaw, flower, squirrel, and ant. Introduce one word at a time.

Through Activities

Page 17 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)
Do the Warming Up activities on page 17, using the picture cards. Introduce one phrase at a time. Ask students to repeat the phrase after you say it. Demonstrate an activity for the picture card. Follow the rest of the instructions for Warming Up on page 17.

Page 17 Student Book  (10 minutes)

Have students turn to page 17 in their books. You will need a cassette recorder for this activity. Encourage students to identify what they see you.  Play the recording and prompt students to point at the words as they read. Continue with the rest of the instructions for Using Page 17.

Page 18 Student Book (10 minutes)

Have the students open their books to pages 18. Ask them to tell you what is happening in each picture. Point to each of the calendars as you say every day, once a week, and once a month. Read the directions for the exercise on page 18 of the Student Books with the students. Continue with the rest of the instructions for Using Page 18.

Page 18 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)

Do Having Fun: Back to Back on page 18 of the Teacher’s Guide. You will need to make one set of picture cards for each student. Ask students to work in pairs. Students sit back to back with their Picture Cards. Student 1 chooses one of the cards. Student 2 guesses which one it is by naming activities (go shopping, go hiking). Continue with the rest of the instructions for Back to Back on page 18 of the Teacher’s Guide.

Page 19 Student Edition (10 minutes) 

Help students find page 19 in their books. Skip the Warming Up and go directly to Using Page 19, which asks you to have the students read with you. Ask students to tell what they see in the pictures. Play the recording. Explain that students will be completing the sentences in their books. Follow the rest of the directions for Using Page 19. You will need a cassette recorder for this activity.

Page 20 Student Book  (10 minutes)

Have students open their student books to page 20. Do Warming Up
by asking students to tell you what they see in the pictures. Read the directions for the exercise with students. Point to Paul first and then to Mary.  Explain that Paul is asking her a question. Continue with the remainder of the directions for Warming Up.
Page 20 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)

Do Having Fun: My Activity Book on page 20 of the Teacher’s Guide.  Show students a book you have prepared in advance. Your book should have the title My Activities. Place the picture cards on each page and write sentences to tell when you do the activities. For example, “I (go to the movies) (once a week).” Show students your book and ask them to identify the activities. Continue with the remainder of the directions for My Activity Book on page 20 of the Teacher’s Guide.

Page 21 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)

Go to Teacher’s Edition, page 21, and follow the instructions in Warming Up.. Draw four boxes on the board. Divide each box into four spaces. Shade them and label them. Under four shaded spaces, write Always. You will need realia and Picture Cards to review and recycle the vocabulary. Continue with the remainder of the directions for Warming Up.
Page 21 Student Book (5 minutes)

Have students open their student books to page 21. Play the recording. Point to the corresponding bars. Ask students to read and point. Follow the rest of the directions for Using Page 21. You will need a cassette recorder for this activity.

Page 22 Teacher’s Guide  (10 minutes)

Do Warming Up. On the board, write the sentence I clean the house.  Read it and invite 3 students to come up to the board and each read a word or phrase in the sentence. Explain that a sentence is a group of words that says who or what does an activity and tells a complete thought. Continue with the remainder of the directions for Warming Up.
Page 22 Student Book (5 minutes)

Help student turn the pages in their books to page 22. Follow the directions for Using Page 22. Ask students to point to the complete sentence. You will need a cassette recorder for this activity.

Page 23 Student Book (5 minutes) 

Do Using Page 23 by reviewing vocabulary, expressions, and adverbs of frequency from this unit. Model a question. Ask: How often do you (play soccer)? Students then turn to page 23 on their books. Then play the recording. Continue with the remainder of the directions for Using Page 23 on page 23 of the Teacher’s Guide. You will need a cassette recorder for this activity.

Page 23 Teacher’s Guide  (5 minutes)

Do Extension: Continue the Chant.  Review the chant with the students by playing the recording and prompt them to hold up the corresponding

Picture Cards.

Page 24 Teacher’s Guide (5 minutes)

Follow the instructions on page 24 in the Teacher’s Guide Using Page 24 and place the realia at the front of the room. Hold up each item and ask students to identify it. 

Page 24 Student Book  (10 minutes)

Have students look at page 24 and explain to them that they will work with a partner and take turns identifying the activity that goes with the picture. For this activity, you will want to pair a student with a lower level of language proficiency with a student who is at a higher level.  Continue with the rest of the instructions for Using Page 24.
Pages 25 and 26 (25 minutes)

Follow the Warming Up review of vocabulary on page 25 of the Teacher’s Guide. You will need the Picture Cards and realia for this. Do Using Page 25 and Using Page 26, which are reviews of Units 1 and 2.
