Lesson Objectives:

· To identify activities people have to do

· To use have to/has to to show necessity

· To use the simple present tense

· To identify the subject of a sentence

· To identify the predicate of a sentence. 

· To say a chant about daily activities.

· To do a word puzzle in English.

Classroom English:

Find. Say. Write. Read. Circle. Show me. Say. Hold up. Pick a card. Point. Ask. Answer. Go to. What’s missing?

Language Patterns:

· (I) (have to) (make my bed).

· (She) (has to) (feed the dogs). 

· (He) (has to) (do his homework). 

· (He) (plays soccer) (on Saturday). 

· They (drink water) every day.

· The (apartment building) is (tall).

Materials:

Two pieces of different-colored chalk; two bags or boxes, one labeled subject and one labeled predicate; index cards with students’ names; one set of Picture Cards for each student; has to written on three index cards; construction paper; drawing paper; four index cards with: have to; index cards with: I, You, We, They, He, She; poster paper, scissors, glue sticks, magazines, newspapers, catalogues

Realia: dishes, broom, watering can, school books, pencils, pet-food dish

Lesson Plan for Spin! C, Unit 3

Into Activities
Warm-up/Accessing prior knowledge  (5 minutes)

Welcome the class. Show the students the realia or the Picture Cards for: dishes, broom, watering can, school books, pencils, pet-food dish, clean my room, do my homework, feed the dogs, go to school, make my bed, sweep the floor, wash the dishes, water the flowers.

Through Activities

Page 27 Student Book (10 minutes)
Continue with the Warming Up activities on page 27. Point to the name of this unit, Our Chores, and explain that a chore is a job that we have to do, usually in our homes.  Write have to on the board. The use each phrase from the Picture Cards in a full sentence. Follow the remainder of the directions for Warming Up on page 27.

Page 27 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)
Follow the instructions for Using Page 27.  Allow students to talk about the pictures and encourage them to use the key vocabulary from this unit. Play the recording. Do a Show Me activity. Read the sentences, one at a time, in order.  Ask students to point to the corresponding pictures as they repeat the sentence. Follow the remainder of the directions for Using Page 27. You will need a cassette recorder for this activity.  

Page 28 Student Book (10 minutes)

Have the students open their books to page 28. Play the recording and ask students to repeat.  Ask student to identify the actions in the large Grammar Box. Read the sentence with the students. Point out that Ken is talking about his chore Then, follow the remainder of the directions for Using Page 28.

Page 28 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes) 

Then, Do the Having Fun activity: Matching. Place the Picture Cards on the chalk ledge for students to use as a reference. Ahead of time, write the following pronouns on one set of index cards: I, You, We, They, He, She. Write have to on four index cards and has to on 3 index cards. Follow the remainder of the directions for Having Fun: Matching on page 28. 
Page 29 Teacher’s Guide   (10 minutes)

Do the Warming Up activities on page 29. Show students Picture Cards or realia for this unit and review the activities.  Say I have to (wash the dishes) every day. Ask students to repeat. Then, follow the rest of the directions for Warming Up on page 29. 

Page 29 Student Book  (15 minutes)

Have students open their books to page 29. Ask them to tell what they see in the pictures. Point to the directions for Exercise B and read with the students. Walk around and assist students to complete their page. Continue with the rest of the instructions for Using Page 29.

Page 30 Student Book/Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)

Have students open their student books to page 30. Skip Warming Up and go directly to Using Page 30. Play the recording and point to each picture. Ask students to read and point with you. Recycle language from previous units. Point out that he refers to Paul, and they refers to the cows. Point to the directions for the Exercise and read with students. Continue with the rest of the directions for Using Page 30. You will need a cassette recorder for this activity.

Page 31 Student Book  (10 minutes)

Show students the Picture Cards to review vocabulary. In Warming Up, find the sentences to copy onto the board ahead of time. (She washes the dishes ever night, etc.) Then hold up the corresponding picture cards as you read each sentence.  Ask students to read with you. Continue with the rest of the instructions for Warming Up. You will need colored chalk or colored markers and a white board for this activity.

Page 31 Teacher’s Guide: (10 minutes) Do the Using Page 31 activities in the Teacher’s Guide page 31. Play the recording.  Students point to the sentences and read after you.  Continue with the rest of the instructions for Using Page 31. You will need a cassette recorder here.

Page 32 Student Book  (15 minutes)

Do the Using Page 32 activities on page 32 in the Teacher’s Guide. Play the recording. Students point to sentences and repeat after you. Read the directions for exercise A with the students. Ask them to first identify the subject and then tell what the subject does.  Read the circled predicate run fast and explain that it is the predicate because it tells what the subject does or is about. Continue with the rest of the instructions for Using Page 32. You will need a cassette recorder here.

Page 33 Student Book  (10 minutes)

Start by reviewing vocabulary and have to/has to from this unit. As you hold up each Picture Card, ask, “What do you have to do today?”  Model the response and ask the students to repeat: “I have to (do my homework) today. Repeat for each Picture Card. Then, ask students to turn to page 33 in their books. Play the recording, following the directions in Using Page 33 of the Teacher’s Guide. You will need a cassette recorder for this activity.

Page 33 Teacher’s Guide (15 minutes)

Do the Extension activity: A Mural of Our Chores.  Provide students with a large piece of poster paper, one per small group.  Explain that students will make a mural about the activities that they have to do every day.  Give students old magazines, newspapers, and catalogues.  Follow the rest of the directions for A Mural of Our Chores on page 33 of the Teacher’s Guide.

Page 34 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)

Do Using Page 34. Show students the Picture Cards to review vocabulary. Read each Picture Card with the students and then ask volunteers to come up and act out each one. Students at a lower level of language proficiency can excel here as no verbal skills are required for this activity. Continue with the rest of the Using Page 34 instructions.

Page 34 (10 minutes)

Do Extension: Back to Back. Make one set of picture cards for each student.  Ask students to work in pairs. Students sit back to back with their Picture Cards.  Continue with the rest of the instructions for My Extension.
