Lesson Objectives:

· To identify animals and their homes

· To ask and answer questions with Can…? Can you…?, and Do…?

· To use affirmative and negative short answers with can

· To tell what animals can and can’t do

· To use simple present tense

· To talk about what one can do

· To review do/does

· To talk about and describe animals

· To use very with adjectives

· To say a chant

Classroom English:

Find. Say. Write. Read. Color. Show me. Point. Draw. Go! Ask. Answer. Check. Go fish!

Language Patterns:

· (Whales) live in (the ocean).

· They (can/can’t) fly.

Materials:

Two sets of Picture Cards for each pair of students; index cards with: swim (two times), fly, talk, walk, run; Bingo grids, game markers; stuffed animals, nature magazines pictures or photographs of animals and habitats; index cards with: bats, camels, deer, parrots, penguins, whales; index cards with: cave, desert, forest, ice and snow, jungle, run, swim, talk; drawing paper, crayons or markers; pencils; and, a large piece of bulletin board paper.

(cave, desert, forest, ice and snow, jungle, ocean, fly, swim, ice-skate, play baseball, play the piano, big (ears), little (ears), long (tail), short (tail), thick (legs), thin (legs).
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Into Activities

Warm-up/Accessing prior knowledge  (10 minutes)

Welcome the class. Display stuffed animals, magazine photos and pictures, or show the Picture Cards.  Ask students if they know they name of each animal.  The, say the name of each animal and have students repeat. Follow the rest of the direction for Warming Up on page 35.

Through Activities
Page 35 Student Book (10 minutes)
Have the students open their books to page 35. Encourage them to talk about the pictures and use the key vocabulary from this unit.  Do a Show Me activity with students.  Say sentences such as: Show Me (whales) live in (the ocean). Students work in pairs to practice. For this activity, mix up the level of language proficiency for each pair. 

Page 36 Student Book (10 minutes)

Have the students open their books to page 36. Ask them to tell you what is happening in each picture. Then, play the recording. Review the meaning of can and can’t. Ask student to act out each sentence with you.  They can nod their heads up and down to indicate, Yes, they can. They can shake them side-to-side to indicate, No, they can’t.  Follow the rest of the instructions for Using Page 36 You will need a cassette recorder for this activity. 
Page 36 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes) 

Do the Having Fun activity: Animal Bingo. Prepare bingo grids with nine spaces for each student.  Use paper clips or small pieces of paper for markers.  Write on the board: whales, bats, penguins, parrots, camels, and deer. Ask students to write the words in their grid and to draw pictures of the animals. They will have to draw some animals more than once to complete the grid. Continue with the rest of the instructions for Animal Bingo on page 36 of the Teacher’s Guide.

Page 37 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)

Do the Warming Up activities on page 37. Show students the Picture Cards of fly, ice skate, play baseball, play the piano, and swim.  Ask students to repeat the new words with you. Continue with the rest of the Warming Up activity on page 37

Page 37 Student Book (10 minutes)

Help students find page 37 in their books. Point out that the boy and girl are talking. Play the recording. Remind students of the word order for questions and answers that use can. Do the rest of the directions for Using Page 37. You will need a cassette player for this activity. 

Page 38 Student Book  (10 minutes)

Have students open their student books to page 38. Play the recording. Ask students to repeat. Read the directions for exercise A with students. Read the question in number 1.  Prompt students to look at the capital letter and the question mark.  Do the rest of the directions for Using Page 38. You will need a cassette player for this activity. 

Page 38 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)

Do Having Fun: Making a Question. Write the following words on index cards: whales, penguins, camels, bats, parrots, and deer. Write the following words on index cards: the ocean, the ice and snow, the desert, caves, the jungle, the forest, sing, talk, and run. Write on the board live and do as reference. Continue with the rest of the Making a Question on page 38 of the Teacher’s Guide.

Page 39 Teacher’s Guide (5 minutes)

Have students open their student books to page 39. Then, choose two students from the class: one with short hair and one with long hair. Point to the student with short hair and say, “(Michael) has short hair.” Point to the student with long hair and say, “(Julia) has long hair.” Continue in this way with the other classroom examples to review vocabulary. Show students the Picture Cards for this unit and to help them review the vocabulary. Continue with the rest of the instructions for Warming Up on page 39.
Page 39 Student Book (5 minutes) 

Students turn to page 39 in their books. Allow students to talk about the animals and then to describe them. Play the recording. Continue with the rest of the instructions for Using Page 39. You will need a cassette recorder for this activity.

Page 40 Student Book  (10 minutes)

Help student turn the pages in their books to page 40. Read the directions for Exercise C with students and ask them to read with you. Point to number 1 and ask students to identify the animal and read the word. Read each column heading. Then ask students if each adjective describes the animal. For section D in Exercise C in the Student Book, students with a lower level of language proficiency can make their sentences using the picture cards instead of writing them. Continue with the rest of the instructions for Using Page 40.

Page 40 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes) 

Do the Having Fun! Riddles. You will need to display the picture cards along the chalk ledge.  Ask students the riddles on page 40. Students identify the animal and point to the corresponding picture. Continue with the rest of the instructions for Having Fun! Riddles on page 40.

Page 41 Student Book  (5 minutes)

Hold up a Picture Card and ask a student, Can you swim? Students answer about themselves: “Yes, I can” or “No, I can’t.” Students turn to page 41 in their books. Play the recording. Model and ask students to follow along and point to each word as they listen.  After they have listened to the chant, invite them to say it with you.  Continue with the rest of the instructions for Using Page 41. You will need a cassette recorder for this activity. 

Page 41 Teacher’s Guide  (5 minutes)

Do the Extension activity Go Fish. Ahead of time, make two sets of picture cards for each pair of students.  Students play in pairs. Follow the rest of the instructions of Go Fish on page 41 of the Teacher’s Guide. 

Page 42 Student Book (10 minutes)

Show students Picture Cards for this unit to review vocabulary. As you name each animal, write it on the board and read it with students. Invite them to say a sentence about each animal using the language of the unit. Students then turn to page 42 in their books. Read the directions and the words with the students. Explain that the animals are somewhere in the picture. Ask student to find and color each animal. Continue with the rest of the instructions for Using Page 42.

Page 42 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)

Do the Extension activity: Ask Around. Model the activity. Place these Picture Cards on the chalk ledge: play the piano, swim, ice-skate, play baseball, and fly. Ask students to sit in a circle. Ask the student on your right, “Can you (play the piano?).”  Continue with the rest of the instructions for Ask Around on page 42

Pages 43 and 44 (20 minutes)

Follow the Warming Up review of vocabulary on page 43 of the Teacher’s Guide.

Show students the Picture Cards and ask them to tell you what they see. Then follow the instructions for Using Page 43 and Using Page 44, which are reviews of Units 3 and 4.
