Future Tense: Going to

Vocabulary: blow up balloons, get presents, have a birthday party, make a cake, sing, visit my friend

________________________________________________________________

Lesson Objectives:

· To use the future tense going to
· To talk about having a party

· To use and to connect sentences with the same subject

· To rewrite a paragraph

· To say a chant using the future tense

· To do a crossword puzzle

Classroom English:
Find. Say. Hold up. Point. Pick a card. Come up. Draw. Read. Write. Ask. Answer. Go!

Language Patterns:
· I’m going to (visit my friend).

· She’s/He’s going to (have a birthday party)!

· We’re going to (sing “Happy Birthday!”) 

· They’re going to (blow up balloons). 

· The horses eat grass. The horses run fast.

· The horses eat grass and run fast.

· (Mary) likes to (watch TV).

· (Linda) likes to (watch TV).

· (Mary and Linda) like to (watch TV).

· (I’m) going to (visit my friend) next weekend.

Materials:

One set of Picture Cards for each student; calendar; two sets of index cards with: I, We, He, She; photo of drawing of a birthday party; drawing paper; crayons or markers; index cards with: Mary swims, Linda ice-skates, Julia eats broccoli, Daniel watches cartoons, Sophia watches scary movies, Jack makes a cake, Yolanda blows up balloons, Colleen gets presents, Alberto sings “Happy Birthday!”, Anna eats cake; index cards with: I get presents, I sing “Happy Birthday!”, Bob visits a friend, We have a party, Sue makes cookies, Mom makes a cake, We eat ice cream, She eats cake, I wash dishes, I eat pizza, They watch scary movies. 
Realia: calendar, balloons, cake, present, and cookie

Into Activities

Warm Up: Accessing Prior Knowledge (5 minutes)

 Use Picture Cards to model the party vocabulary. Model each word and ask students to repeat. Ask them if they have been to a party. 

Through Activities

Page 89 Student Book  (10 minutes)

Use realia or Picture Cards to present the party vocabulary. Model each word and ask students to repeat. Give each student a set of Picture Cards. Show students a calendar. Point to next week and say, “I am going to visit my friend next week. Show the Picture Card visit (my) friend. Ask students to repeat the sentence. Explain that when we use going to with an action, it means that it will happen in the future. Follow the rest of the instructions for Warming Up.
Page 90 Student Book (10 minutes)

Help students find page 90 in their books. Play the recording and ask students to repeat. Remind students that we use going to plus the base form of the verb to show the future tense. Continue with the remainder of the instructions for Using Page 90.
Page 90 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes)

Do Having Fun! Matching. Place the Picture Cards in one column on the board. Write the transportation words in a second column but in a different order so that students will have to match the word to the picture. Follow the rest of the instructions for Matching on page 90.

Page 91 Student Book  (10 minutes)

Students turn to page 91 in their books. Ask students to identify key vocabulary in the pictures for Exercise B. Point to the picture and read number 1. Explain that the word in the parentheses is the subject and that they should write a sentence about the picture. Follow the rest of the instructions for Using Page 91.
Page 91 Teacher’s Guide (10 minutes) 

Do Having Fun! What Are You Going to Do? Show students a photo or a drawing of a birthday party. Try to include key vocabulary. Point to different items in the picture and explain what you are going to do to get ready for the party; use going to. Follow the rest of the instructions for What Are You Going to Do?
Page 92 Student Book   (10 minutes)

Help students find page 92 in their books. Play the recording. Remind students to point to each word as they read. Read the directions for this activity and ask students to read with you. Ask students to talk about each picture and to identify the subject of each sentence is. Follow the rest of the instructions for Using Page 92.

Page 92 Teacher’s Guide  (15 minutes)

Do Having Fun! Combination Sentences. Ahead of time, write these subjects on index cards: We, They, He, She. Place the cards facedown in a pile. Model the activity. Follow the rest of the directions in Combination Sentences on page 92 of the Teacher’s Guide.

Nutrition Break/Snack Time – (20 Minutes)

Page 93 Student Book (5 minutes)

Have students open their student books to page 93. Play the recording. Point to the directions for Exercise A and read with the students. Read number 1 and ask students to tell you what the predicate is in each sentence. Continue with the rest of the instructions on Using Page 93. 

Page 94 Student Book (5 minutes)

Help students find page 94 in their books and follow the instructions for Using Page 94. Read the directions for Exercise B and ask students to read with you.  Explain that they will be reviewing sentences by combining sentences using and. Follow the rest of the instructions for Using Page 94.
Page 94 Teacher’s Guide (5 minutes)

Do Having Fun: Change It to Future on page 94.  Ahead of time, write the sentences on page 94 on index cards. Continue with the rest of the directions for Change It to Future on page 94.

Page 95 Student Book (10 minutes)
Help students find page 95 in their books. Show students Picture Cards or realia to review the key vocabulary. As you hold up each Picture Card or show realia, ask students to say a sentence using the future tense going to. Play the recording and point to each Picture Card as the word appears in the chant. Continue with the rest of the Using Page 95 instructions. You will need a cassette recorder for this activity.

Page 95 Teacher’s Guide (5 minutes)

Do the Extension activity Guessing Game. Place the Picture Cards along the chalk ledge. Ask students to close their eyes. Remove two Picture Cards. Ask students to open their eyes. Students guess which two Picture Cards are missing. Students at a lower level of language proficiency can draw their answers. Continue with the rest of the instructions for Guessing Game on page 95 of the Teacher’s Guide.

Page 96 Student Book (10 minutes)

Ahead of time, write the key words for the crossword puzzle on the board.  Read them with the students and show the corresponding Picture Cards to reinforce meaning. Students turn to page 96 in their books. Explain that this is a crossword puzzle. Read the word Across with students. Pair students at a lower level of language proficiency with students who are at a higher level of language proficiency. Follow the rest of the instructions for Using Page 96.

Page 96 Teacher’s Guide (5 minutes)

Do the Extension activity Listen Up. You will need the Picture Cards for this activity.  Follow the rest of the instructions for Listen Up on page 96 of the Teacher’s Guide.

Pages 97 and 98 (10 minutes)

Follow the Warming Up review of vocabulary on page 97 of the Teacher’s Guide.

Show students the Picture Cards and them to tell you what they see. Then follow the instructions for Using Page 97 and Using Page 98, which are reviews Units 9 and 10.

Posttest: Administer the Posttest for Spin C (25 minutes)

Use the pretest and administer it as the Posttest.
