m Talk about inventions:

When was the (computer) invented?

It was invented in (1936).

What was it called?

It was called (the Z1).

When were (jeans) invented?
They were invented in (1850).

You can work with your child to help him or her. You may wish to do any of the

following activities:

m Scrapbook activity: Invite your child to write a scrapbook or blog entry for
either of these topics: “The Coolest Inventions Ever!” or “The Silliest
Inventions Ever!” Suggest that he or she do an Internet search or consult an
encyclopedia to find the information needed. If possible, suggest that your
child illustrate his or her work with photos or drawings of each invention and
include short descriptions of each item. (Use Student Book 6, pages 28 and
29 as models.)

B Install the English Adventure 6 CD-ROM on your child’s computer and instruct
him or her to play with Unit 3.

In this unit, your child will read a story involving characters from Disney’s
Treasure Planet (Student Book 6, page 27) where the characters all work together
as a team to find the treasure. Take this opportunity to discuss the idea of
teamwork with your child. Talk about how important it is to listen and let others
talk if you want to be a good team member. Ask your child how he or she feels
when working in a team and what he or she likes and finds most challenging about
it. Remind your child that most great inventions at present are the result of
specialists working as a team.
