45, to start. Next, encourage your child to think of the time of year he or she
will travel, and to make a list of things he or she will need to pack.

him or her to play with Unit 5.

The values highlighted in this unit are self-preparedness and self-sufficiency. Take
a moment to explore these topics with your child. Ask questions like: What does
being self-prepared mean? How does one prepare for a trip like the one he or she
would like to take? What does being self-sufficient involve? Why is it desirable to be
self-sufficient? To what extent does your child feel that he or she is self-sufficient
(within the constraints of his or her age-group)? Try to provide concrete examples of
self-preparedness and self-sufficiency within your child’s reality and experience.
