(This part of the activity should be conducted in Spanish.) Once he or she has
interviewed enough people, tell your child to write about them for his or her
scrapbook or blog. Encourage your child to think about whether he or she will
illustrate the page with photos or drawings of the people’s jobs. If your child
already has identified his or her dream job—even at such a young age—»by all
means invite him or her to write about it for the scrapbook or blog.

B Install the English Adventure 6 CD-ROM on your child’s computer and instruct
him or her to play with Unit 6.

The values highlighted in this unit are self-knowledge and responsibility. Take a
moment to explore these topics with your child. Discuss questions like: What is he
or she good at? What special talents does he or she have? Are there any jobs to
which he or she is strongly attracted? Remind your child that there is still plenty of
time to discover what his or her dream job is, but it’s important to always look
around and explore different options and what they involve.
