
3 Focus on Vocabulary
1 Work in pairs. Student A, look at this page. Student B, look at page 163. Follow the

instructions there.

Student A, you and Student B each have a crossword puzzle. You each have four
words filled in. You each are missing four words. To complete the crossword
puzzle, you need to know the words your partner has, and your partner needs to
know the words you have. Take turns reading the clues. For each clue, tell your
partner the number and if it is across or down. Your partner will try to guess the
word. Tell your partner if he or she is correct. When you guess the correct word,
write it into the crossword puzzle.

Student A, read these clues to your partner. Student B will try to guess the word. If B is
correct, say,“That’s correct.” If B made a mistake, say,“That’s not correct.”

1. (across) One caller said this is why he uses a cell phone while driving.
Another way to say it is “use less time.” (2 words)

3. (across) One caller complained about cell phones in public places. Another
way to say this is “to interrupt or annoy someone.”

5. (across) Some countries allow jamming devices. In these countries, they are
“allowed by law.”

7. (across) This word describes someone who is not polite.
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
