	Skill/Grammar: Speaking, asking for and giving advice
	Age/Level: Adult/Intermediate–Upper-Intermediate

	Resources: What Should I Do? Worksheet, What Should I Do? Problems Role Cards, tape


Presentation (20 minutes)
· Use the What Should I Do? Worksheet. Have students repeat the phrases for giving 
advice. Then have them complete parts A and B of the worksheet individually. Go
over the answers with the class. 
· Go through parts C and D with the class.

Practice (15 minutes)
· Use the What Should I Do? Problems Role Cards. Hand out one card to each 
student in the class.
· Explain that students will walk around the class, read their problems on their 
classmates’ backs (but not tell them what it says), and give advice for each 
classmate’s problem, using the expressions from the What Should I Do? Worksheet. 

The aim is to listen to their classmate’s advice and try to guess the problem on their 
back. 
· Set a time limit of ten minutes and have the class stand and mingle, reading the 
problems and giving one another advice. 
· Students should listen to all of the advice they receive, and thank their classmates for 
their advice. 
· When the time is up, have students return to their original partners to try to guess the 
problem. Partners can give more advice and hints until they each guess the problem.
Closure (10 minutes)
•
Ask for volunteers to share the problem, and some of the advice they received from their classmates.
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
