Aim: For students to find out more information in English about Thailand on the Internet. This
webquest can be used after the interview with Nikam Nipotam on page 74.

Time: Approximately 45 minutes.

Materials: Photocopies of the worksheet for each student.

1 Students discuss with their partners what they can remember from the interview.

2 In pairs, students answer as many of the questions as possible.

3 Tell students that they are going to find the answer to these questions on the internet. Check

that they have found the correct page and have opened the INFORMATION link. To answer
the questions students have to click on the correct area.
