Aim: to provide further practice of asking and answering questions.  
This worksheet is designed to be used in conjunction with unit 6. 
Time: 30-40 minutes 
Materials: copy of the worksheet for each student

back to previous units for vocabulary /present ideas. 
 

2  Students prepare eight questions to ask three other classmates to try 
and decide which present to choose for them.
