Warm-Up
· Briefly present your own family tree on the board using the ideas in the warm-up activity (Family Tree Warm-Up).
Presentation
· Briefly present and practise the family vocabulary using the Family Tree Flashcards.
· Once students are confident with the vocabulary, tell them (in L1) they are going to be detectives and solve a puzzle about a family tree. If necessary do a few examples with the whole class before asking them to continue individually or with a partner (Family Tree Worksheet).
Answer Key:
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Practice

· Have students do the unjumbling exercise in pairs. Collate the answer orally with the whole class (Family Tree Filler).

· For further consolidation of key vocabulary have students do the crossword puzzle (Family Tree Crossword). 
· For a fun activity divide the class into two teams and play a guessing game (Family Tree Team Game). 
Closure

· Review the key vocabulary and for personalisation ask each student to prepare their own family tree puzzle based on the sentences in the Family Tree Worksheet. This would be suitable as a homework activity.
· Finally play the song ‘We are family’ and encourage students to join in (Family Tree Song).
