Presentation (10 minutes)

If the students did not have many ideas in the warm-up activity you can use the Sports Flashcards to introduce or revise sports. If the students have no problems with sport names, you can proceed straight to the next part of the lesson.
Practice (35 minutes)
• 
Hand out the Jack’s Favourite Sports Worksheet. Give instructions. The students rewrite the text individually. Walk around and monitor the class. When finished check with the whole class. (20 minutes)
• 
Tell the students that now you’ve got something more difficult for them: a riddle. Put the students in groups. Do the Which Sport Is It? Riddle. (15 minutes)
